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THE 2011 SUMMER PROGRAMME IN INTERNATIONAL LEGAL PRACTICE

The 2011 Summer Programme is an intensive 5-day learning experience designed to enhance professional development in key areas of legal

practice.

In the morning session, two main courses are offered in 2011:

– Comparative Legal Practice (9.00-11.00);

– International Arbitration (11.00-13.00)

In the afternoon session (14.30-17.30), participants are divided in groups and engaged in a number of skill-based activities aimed at simulating

daily legal practice. Activities include:

– managing professional correspondence with foreign clients; – reading legal newspapers;

– reporting domestic law to foreign colleagues; – drafting legal deeds and oral arguments

– studying foreign cases;   on selected legal topics.

During office hours (17.30-18.30), one-to-one coaching is available as a further opportunity to review course materials, share experiences between

participants and instructors and, more broadly, tailor the learning experience to the individual needs of each participant.

Overall, more than 35 hours of training are offered in the 2011 Summer Programme.

All activities are held in English by internationally renowned experts (academic lawyers, practising lawyers from the EU and the U.S.).  Experts

in the 2011 Summer Programme were selected specifically on the basis of their experience, professional profile and expertise on the subject

covered during morning and afternoon sessions.

In addition to experts, a British linguist will be available throughout the week to assist participants before, during and after classes, to maximise

understanding of the subjects taught and further develop communication skills in professional legal English.

INTERNATIONAL ARBITRATION – HOW TO SUCCEED IN ADR

Concept

External dispute resolution can be a nightmare for those not familiar with presenting an effective case before an arbitrator.

This course is intended to provide the practitioner with a practical overview of international commercial arbitration and covers such areas as

the merits of arbitration, the major arbitral institutions, drafting the arbitration clause, handling pre-hearing proceedings including discovery,

interlocutory relief, and briefing schedules; conducting the hearing and how to make it as effective and efficient as possible, including the

examination of witnesses and post-hearing briefs and issues regarding the drafting and enforcement of the Award. An in-depth role play provides

participants with an opportunity to put their knowledge into practice.

Skills acquired by the participants:

– Enhanced structuring of the order of proof.

– Greater confidence in making and responding to evidentiary objections.

– Improved crafting of effective opening statements, closing arguments and post-hearing briefs.

– More efficient examination of witnesses.

COMPARATIVE LEGAL PRACTICE  – HOW TO REPRESENT CLIENTS BEYOND THE DOMESTIC REALM

Concept

This course guides the participant through an effective comparison of legal practice in the U.S.A. and the Continental European system. It provides

an overview of the  American Legal System looking at the courts, the respective roles of judge and jury, the appellate systems, and the court

opinions (especially in case of dissents). Analysis will always be conducted from the point of view of legal practitioners (i.e. what tasks are to

be performed at each stage, what makes client representation more or less effective, how to deal with courts and clients). In the second part

of the course, focus will be on the development of civil litigation from a comparative perspective (including the peculiar aspects of Discovery,

Pre-Trial motions and Class Action procedures in common law). Combining lectures, class discussions and case studies, this course maximizes

the benefits to the participants in true 'learn by doing' style. Active participation in the exercises and discussion session is expected.

Skills acquired by the participants:

– Enhanced ability to relate appropriately to the different cultural, linguistic and legal systems (EU/US);

– Enhanced confidence in discussing legal matters with a foreign counterpart, especially when legal concepts are significantly different;

– Increased confidence in handling lawsuits in international contexts;

– Broadening of client representation skills;

– More recognition of appropriate standards of protocol and etiquette in common law systems (rules of ethics, attorney fees, costs of action, etc.)

SKILL-BASED TRAINING – DAILY LEGAL PRACTICE IN ACTION

Concept
The afternoon sessions are designed to engage participants in a number of skill-based activities aimed at simulating daily legal practice. The
focus is on the typical tasks performed by lawyers when dealing with foreign counterparts or clients. A needs analysis will be carried out in
the opening session to divide participants into groups and tailor the activities to specific needs.
Reporting the state of a case and the current state of domestic law, for example, is a frequent task required by legal professionals engaged in
international transactions and litigation. Effective reporting requires the ability to produce simple but accurate briefs and memorandums. The
aim is to minimize the risk of misunderstandings and confusion among professionals of different backgrounds and cultures.
Additional activities shall include:

– managing professional correspondence with foreign clients; – reading legal newspapers;
– studying foreign cases; – drafting legal deeds and oral arguments on selected legal topics.

Skills acquired by participants:
– Enhanced structuring of legal correspondence – Greater confidence in reporting a case to a foreign
– Support to written and oral communication skills    client /colleague

   in a professional context – Greater confidence in reporting the state of the law to a foreign
– More effective understanding of foreign law and practice    client /colleague.

David Sonenshein has had a distinguished teaching career in U.S. Schools of Law and in continuing legal education. David currently teaches
at Temple Law School and has received the Outstanding Professor Award at both DePaul and Temple Law Schools a total of six times. He has
taught Trial Advocacy, Evidence, Civil Motion Practice, and Deposition Practice at many of the largest law firms in the United States. David is
also the former Director of In-House training for the American Institute-American Bar Association (ALI-ABA) and received the Frances E. Rawle
Award from ALI-ABA for outstanding achievement in Post-Admission Legal Education.

Stefano Maffei is a World Bank Consultant and a Lecturer in Law at the University of Parma, Italy. A registered attorney in Italy since 2003,
he completed a Ph.D. in Law at the University of Oxford in 2005. A 2011 Fulbright Scholar, Stefano served as Visiting Professor at the University
of the Pacific Mc George School of Law in 2008 and 2009. An expert on Continuing Legal Education in Italy, Stefano has lectured extensively
on Human Rights and litigation in Europe, USA, Turkey and the Middle East as well as in Bangladesh and Iran.

Martins Paparinskis is a Junior Research Fellow at Merton College, University of Oxford. He completed his D. Phil at the University of Oxford
in 2009 and was a Hauser Research Scholar at the New York University from 2009-2010. Martins has published widely on issues of international
arbitration, particularly international investment arbitration, including in the British Yearbook of International Law, and his monograph is forthcoming
with Oxford University Press.
